Suggested Story: Irma hat so grosse Fiisse von Ingrid und Dieter Schubert

Translation: Irma has such Big Feet

Objective:

Introduction & repetition of language through
use of story-telling & drama.

Learn how to cope with being different

AGE Group:

Primary level: 2nd — 4th class*

*Can be differentiated according to language
level.

Procedure:

DAY 1

DAY 2

Lead in: Picture walk 7-10 minutes

Task 1: Matching sentences to pictures
10 minutes

Feedback: Check sequence of sentence and
pictures. Help students with corrections.
5 minutes

Craft: Decorating shoes 25-30 minutes
Total minutes of lesson: 55 minutes

Warm up: Arrange text in order without
pictures. 7-10 minutes

Task 2: Give students different rolls to
produce a play of the story. Example: Some
students will be readers of the sentences,
while others perform what is being read. Have
props handy, such as a witche’s hat or large
rubber or paper ears. Each student has a part
in the dramatization of the story.

15-20 minutes

Feedback: Make corrections if necessary,
but only after they have finished performing.
5 minutes

Craft: Create a visual letter about Lore’s
return to the kindergarten and how she deals
with her differences. 25-minutes

Flashcards (photocopies of pictures from
book), sentence strips, props for dramatization
of story i.e. witche’s hat, big ears, shoes etc.,
a pair of old shoes to decorate or construct,
paper, pre-cut shoes to decorate, glue with
paint and other craft materials.
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
